Intuitive Calculus

The textbook for this course if Berresford and Rockett, Brief Applied Calculus, 5th Edition. Note that the electronic copy is much less expensive and is adequate for this course.

We will omit Chapter 1 from class discussion, concentrating instead on most of Chapters 2 – 6. 

Examinations: There will be three class examinations during the semester. Each such examination will be worth 100 points. The Final Examination will be from 12:45 – 3:00 PM on Wednesday, May 12, in the normal classroom (Room 111, Smith Hall). The final examination will be the equivalent of two class examinations.

Grading: At the end of the semester, there will be five examination marks for each student, for Exam 1, 2, and 3 (maximum of 100/exam) and for the Final Exam (maximum of 100, counted twice). For each student, I will make a list of these 5 numbers. I will omit the lowest mark and take the average of the four remaining grades. 
Bonus points: Up to an additional 3 percent will be added to the final average (previous sentence), based on (1) student’s exercises and (2) student’s quizzes. Details will be given in class.
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
